SUBJECT:  We Need Faith to Believe and Power to Perform 
 
We greet you in the Mighty and Excellent name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  We 
do honor our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, for he is Lord of lords, King of kings, and our 
Redeemer. We honor all Prophets, Prophetesses, Bishops, Pastors, Mothers, Elders, 
Evangelists, Teachers, Ministers, Deacons, Saints, and Friends. Saints, we need the 
power of God like never before. We are living in the last days; the devil is on the rampage, 
and we need power to put him to flight. Mark 9:17-29, And one of the multitude answered 
and said, Master, I have brought unto thee my son, which hath a dumb spirit; 18) And 
wheresoever he taketh him, he teareth him: and he foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth, 
and pineth away: and I spake to thy disciples that they should cast him out; and they 
could not. 19) He answereth him, and saith, O faithless generation, how long shall I be 
with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him unto me. 20) And they brought him unto 
him: and when he saw him, straightway the spirit tare him; and he fell on the ground, and 
wallowed foaming. 21) And he asked his father, How long is it ago since this came unto 
him? And he said, Of a child. 22) And ofttimes it hath cast him into the fire, and into the 
waters, to destroy him: but if thou canst do any thing, have compassion on us, and help 
us. 23) Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible to him that 
believeth. 24) And straightway the father of the child cried out, and said with tears, Lord, 
I believe; help thou mine unbelief. 25) When Jesus saw that the people came running 
together, he rebuked the foul spirit, saying unto him, Thou dumb and deaf spirit, I charge 
thee, come out of him, and enter no more into him. 26) And the spirit cried, and rent him 
sore, and came out of him: and he was as one dead; insomuch that many said, He is 
dead. 27) But Jesus took him by the hand, and lifted him up; and he arose. 28) And when 
he was come into the house, his disciples asked him privately, Why could not we cast 
him out? 29) And he said unto them, This kind can come forth by nothing, but by prayer 
and fasting. Saints, there is no failure in Jesus. He can do the unthinkable, the 
unimaginable, and the impossible. With Christ Jesus all things are possible if we believe. 
With that being said, there are some demonic giants out here and it is going to take some 
spiritual giants to defeat the enemy. God has not left us powerless. His power is 
available, and it is available to those that believe. Hebrews 11:6, But without faith it is 
impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he 
is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. It is not a question of if God can deliver, it 
is a question of do we believe that He can do what He said He can do. Mark 16:17-18, 
And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; 
they shall speak with new tongues; 18) They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any 
deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall 
recover. Romans 10:17, So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of 
God. It is time for the people of God to be powered up. Somethings will only happen but 
by fasting and praying. We must stay connected to the source. The more we attend to 
the things of God: Praying, Fasting, and attending to God’s Word, the more prepared we 
will be to face the enemy; not in our own strength but through the power of God. I once 
heard that if you pray, you will stay; if you fast, you will last; if you can take it, you can 
make it. II Corinthians 10:4, For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty 
 



 
through God to the pulling down of strong holds. If we submit to God and resist the devil, 
he has to flee. In the day of adversity, we have to be prayed up not trying to work up a 
prayer with no power. Does the devil know you? Acts 19:13-16, Then certain of the 
vagabond Jews, exorcists, took upon them to call over them which had evil spirits the 
name of the LORD Jesus, saying, We adjure you by Jesus whom Paul preacheth. 14) 
And there were seven sons of one Sceva, a Jew, and chief of the priests, which did so. 
15) And the evil spirit answered and said, Jesus I know, and Paul I know; but who are 
ye? 16) And the man in whom the evil spirit was leaped on them, and overcame them, 
and prevailed against them, so that they fled out of that house naked and wounded. It is 
time to fight the good fight of faith and let the devil know whose side you are on. We are 
on the Lord’s side and because He overcomes, we overcome. Let us exercise ourselves 
unto godliness that our faith may increase in Him and we have the power to perform 
those things He has called us to do. James 2:17-20, Even so faith, if it hath not works, 
is dead, being alone. 18) Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew 
me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works. 19) Thou 
believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. 20) 
But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead? Let us continue in faith 
so that we may receive the promises of Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Remember, 
Jesus came that we might have life, and that we might have it more abundantly. May the 
Lord Jesus Christ increase our faith and give us power to do all that he has 
commissioned us to do. 
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
